Belief

Judaism is the religion of the Jewish peo-

ple. It is the oldest of the world’s four
biggest monotheistic religions (a religion
based on the belief that there is only one
God), dating back over 4000 years. Juda-
ism may have began in the Middle East
but today Jewish people live in countries
all around the world (almost half of the

world's Jews live in the USA and a quar-

ter live in Israel).

Sacred Texts
The Jewish holy text is the Torah,
which is written in ancient He-
brew.

Rabbi

Teachers of the Jewish faith are
called rabbis. They lead worship in
the synagogue, conduct marriage

and funeral ceremonies and give

people advice on religious
matters.
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
